Proôs Tip 
Playing Golf in the Rain & Cold  
Keeping clubs and grips dry is critical when it starts to come down. 

Once grips get wet, your performance (and desire) will decrease     

dramatically. Take the time to place a cover or towel over the opening 

of the bag. If you have an umbrella, hang a couple of dry towels on the 

spokes. This way you'll always be able to dry off the grips and your 

hands, no matter how wet everything else gets. If you wear a glove, 

remove it after each shot and keep it in a dry place--under the umbrella 

is a good spot. Invest in some high-quality rain gear. There are many 

new, high-tech fabrics that really work, keeping you dry without   

causing you to sweat or get soaked from the inside out. Footjoy make 

a glove (Raingrip) that works better in wet conditions. 

Also, remember that the ball won't travel as far in the rain and the 

ground will be wet, decreasing roll. This seems obvious, but many 

players fail to use enough club in wet conditions. 

Cold 
When the air is cold, the ball won't travel as far, so you should choose 

more club here as well. Good chipping and putting can make up for 

other mistakes in cold conditions, but you must have good feel, and 

this means keeping your hands warm.
