Clothing not allowed - Short shorts, singlet tops, swimwear, track
suit pants, bicycle shorts, large advertising.

SIREN
Suspension of Play Due to a Dangerous Situation:

ONE prolonged note of siren, discontinue play immediately and
seek shelter in the clubhouse.

THREE consecutive notes of siren, repeated, discontinue play.

TWO short notes of the siren, repeated, resume play.



HEAT POLICY
In circumstances of extreme hot weather and humidity, where the
ambient temperature exceeds 40 degrees play shall be suspended
or cancelled at the discretion of the respective committee or
representatives thereof.
COURSE GENERAL
The Directors have determined that people accompanying players
on the course must conform with dress regulations.
GENERAL CONDUCT
Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests whilst on
the Club premises.
Members and guests are required to maintain a high standard of
conduct while in the Club.
Conduct prejudicial to the interest of the Club could lead to
suspension.
Members or guests intoxicated or unsuitably dressed will be
requested to leave the premises.
GOLFERS RESPONSIBILITY
I. Players must arrive |5 minutes before hit off time.

Players arriving late may be required to play at the end of
the field.

2. Any group which falls more than one clear hole behind must
either

(a) move quickly to catch up or
(b) allow the group following to pass — preferably the former.

3. Itis the duty of the lowest handicapped player in each group
to see that his fellow competitors observe the rules and
etiquette of the game.

4. Rakes should be left in the lowest part of the bunkers
approximately parallel to the line of play.



CONDITIONS FOR MATCH PLAY-OFFS

All play shall be from Championship marks commencing at the
Ist Tee.

All matches shall be over 18 holes. If sides are tied after 18
holes, play shall continue from the Ist Tee until one side wins
a hole with strokes taken as before.

All matches must be played on or before the specified dates.
It is the responsibility of the first named player or players to
arrange the match. Their opponents must be given at least 48
hours notice and be in agreement before the match can be
played. If no agreement is reached, the Captain or
Vice-Captain will decide on the time and date of the match.

Any player not available for any match, must notify the Captain
or Vice-Captain as soon as possible.

If time permits, emergency players will be used for Ist round
matches.

Any player not present and ready to play at the allotted
time, will be liable to loss of hole or forfeit of match at the
discretion of the committee.

Players shall play on qualifying handicap or current handicaps,
which ever is the lower, (maximum handicap is 36 for all knock
out events).

The Mens Match Committee will provide a Referee for all
finals matches whenever possible. The Referee’s decisions as in
the Rules of Golf shall be final.

GOLFERS PRACTICE CONDITIONS

All players MUST report to the pro shop before starting
practice rounds.

A maximum of two balls only may be played on the course
proper.

Woods are NOT to be used in practice nets.

On the practice fairway, balls must be hit in a westerly
direction only, (one way only)
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HANDICAP SYSTEM - GENTLEMEN

A player may have only one Australian Handicap.

Golf pass handicaps are accepted at Rich River.

Social club handicaps are not acceptable for club competitions.
The player shall nominate one club to be his home club at
which he is handicapped.

The player is responsible to return any card from a
competition played at another club to the handicapper of his
own club.

The maximum Australian is 36. Club maximum is 36

HANDICAP ADJUSTMENTS
FOR MATCH PLAY - GENTLEMEN

SINGLES: Difference of full stroke handicaps.

Maximum handicap of gentlemen 36

FOURBALLS: Lowest marker to concede strokes to other
three players based on the difference between the

full handicaps. Maximum handicap for gentlemen 36.
FOURSOMES: Half the difference of the combined handicaps.
Maximum handicap gentlemen 36.

HANDICAP ADJUSTMENT
FOR STROKE PLAY - GENTLEMEN

FOURSOMES: Half the aggregate handicaps of the partners.
OPEN EVENTS: Maximum handicap for gentlemen 36.

CLUB FOURBALLS: Maximum handicap for gentlemen 36
AMERICAN AND CANADIAN FOURSOMES: One half of
combined handicap, with a maximum gentlemen’s handicap of
36. Event to be played off men’s card.

MIXED EVENTS: In Four Ball best ball events both ladies and
gentlemen will play off their own stroke index. In

Canadian and American and any type of Foursomes event
where partners share a ball both players will use the
gentlemen’s stroke index, and if the event is played on the
West or Composite | courses, the ladies shall play off the
front of the 5th men’s tee and the men will play off the rear
of the tee. Maximum gentlemen’s handicap 36 maximum ladies
handicap 45.
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RICH RIVER AMBROSE RULES

On every hole, each member of the team may hit a tee shot. The
team then selects one of the tee shots, the selected ball is then
marked. Each team member may then place their ball within one
club length of the marked position, no nearer the hole and play
from that position. This procedure is repeated until the ball is
holed.

If the selected shot is on the fairway, the fringe of the green or in
a hazard, bunker or rough the ball must be placed within one club
length of the selected shot, not nearer the hole and must remain
on the fairway, the fringe of the green or in the hazard, bunker or
rough. In a sand bunker, the sand may be raked prior to any ball
being placed. Each team member’s tee shot must be used a least
three times per eighteen hole round. The scorer must record
whose tee shot was used on each hole.

On the putting green. The position of the selected putt is
marked. Other team members may then place their ball within one
putter head length of the marked position, no nearer the hole and
putt from this position. Once the ball is holed out, no further
strokes count.

The score card must show each team’s member’s handicap. The
scorecard is to be signed by the marker and countersigned by one
other team member .

IN FOUR PERSON AMBROSE: three drives for each member
of the team must be used and their initials placed on the card.

IN THREE PERSON AMBROSE: four drives for each member
of the team must be used and their initials placed on the card.

IN TWO PERSON AMBROSE each person to use at least
FIVE drives and their initials placed on the card.

Ambrose is scored as a stroke event and handicapping is as follows:

Four Ball Event 1/8 of aggregate stroke handicap.
Three Ball Event 1/6 of aggregate stroke handicap.
Two Ball Event 1/4 of aggregate stroke handicap.

The scorecard must show each member’s name and handicap.

Please Note: At least two players must sign each card. In two ball
events, the marker must be one signatory and one player the other.

CONDITIONS OF PLAY
Gentlemen must be Full Financial Members to qualify for Club
Championships and be a full member to qualify for any Major,
Aggregate and individual club events (exception Open Events).
Country and Reciprocal Members are not eligible for any of these events.

The Committee shall make a draw so that (where possible)
members will play in their own Grade based on their handicap on
the first day of play.

In the event of a tie in any Grade a sudden death playoff will decide
the winner. Play off holes - First and eighteenth holes on both
courses shall be used on whichever course is being played on.

A 72 Hole handicap event, in four grades, Seniors and Juniors, will
be held in conjunction with all rounds of the Club Championships
this includes the normal Saturday/Sunday events.

Only players entered in the
Championships are permitted to play (Stroke Play) on these days.

A Player can win only One Major Trophy.

The qualifying round of the match play championships will be held
in conjunction with the monthly medal event in August. The top
eight handicap scores in each grade after the second round will
qualify. Knockout rounds, semi finals and final will be played later in
the season.
