Kieran Pratt Wins 2009 Port Phillip Amateur  
 

Twenty-one-year-old Kieran Pratt has won the 2009 Port Phillip Amateur following the final 36-holes played at the Kingston 
Heath Golf Club on Sunday December 13th. 

 
After a morning round of 74 kept him in touch 
with the leaders, the Victorian State Team 
member closed with a sensational five-under 67 
for a four round total of 288 to win by one-stroke 
from Luke Bleumink of The Heritage.  
 
Bleumink, the Victorian State Team captain, 
looked to have the Championship under control 
coming to the final hole, but drove deep into the 
left hand trees and triple-bogeyed for a final 
round of 73 to finish runner-up for the second 
year in a row. 
 
 
 

 
Pratt’s win was his second Port Phillip title in three years after a maiden victory in 2007.  A recent winner of The Dunes 
Medal, a Golf Australia National Selection event in early December, Pratt’s two-under 72-hole tally also saw him win the 
VGA Champion of Champions and title held in conjunction with the Port Phillip Amateur. 
   
The Port Phillip Amateur commenced in 1976 with the 72-hole Championship played annually at Kingston Heath and 
Commonwealth within Melbourne’s Sand Belt. Commonwealth’s Rick Wines won the inaugural title and became the first dual 
winner after taking out the 1979 event.  
 
In addition to Wines, the event also boasts former winners such as Mike Clayton (1977 & 1980), John Lindsay (1982 & 1984), 
Brad Hughes (1987 & 1988), Craig Spence (1994), Stephen Allan (1995), Scott Gardiner (1999) and Stephen Jones (2003 & 
2004). 
 
Following the support of the Commonwealth and Kingston Heath Golf Clubs and from 2008 onwards, the Victorian Amateur 
Championship qualifying rounds is now held in conjunction with the Port Phillip Amateur. A runner-up at the Victorian 
Amateur in 2007 to Leighton Lyle, Pratt is now well placed to challenge for the 2009 title against strong competition from 
players from all over Australia. 
 
The leading 32 players with 72-hole scores of 310 or better following the completion of the Port Phillip Amateur will now 
progress to the match play rounds of the 101st Victorian Amateur Championship. A four –man play-off for players who tied on 
310 was required to determine the final two qualifying positions with Travis Sharpe and Mat Hinkley the beneficiaries. 
 
The match play rounds will begin at Commonwealth from 7.30am on Monday December 14th.  The quarter and semi-finals will 
then be played at Kingston Heath on Tuesday December 15th with the Championship final played over 36 holes at Kingston 
Heath on Wednesday December 16th beginning at 7.30am.  
 
Victorian State Team member Craig Hasthorpe, who was also well inside the qualifying score, is unavailable for the Match 
Play rounds due to participating in the 2009 PGA Tour School.
