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In general, the ‘Standard Dress Regulations’ should be adhered to

within the precincts of the club with the following exceptions being

permissible for those attending a gathering in the function area.

Club conducted functions
Those under the age of 15 years, the ‘Standard Dress Regulations’ do

not apply and are permitted in the clubhouse dressed in ‘neat and tidy

casual dress’. Shirts, if so designed, are not required to be tucked in.

Outside functions
Dress is to be at the discretion of the hirer, however, if this is to vary

from that of the above listed ‘Club conducted functions’, participants

must be restricted to the function room area (toilets, entrance and the

patio adjacent to the lounge excepted).

Function  Dress Regulations

Course

(a) All players must report to the Professional Shop prior to tee off.

(b) Players are requested to be ready 10 minutes before scheduled 

tee time.

(c) The appropriate Member Identification tag or visitor pass should

be clearly displayed on bags at all times.

(d) All players are to carry a sand bucket.

(e) Please repair all divots in fairways and rough. Please repair pitch

marks on greens and rake bunkers after play.

(f) All buggies must have slicks fitted.

(g) Only one (1) ball is permitted to be played at all times. (Except

when playing a provisional ball)

(h) Walk quickly between shots and call faster players through.

Remember your position in the field is immediately behind the

players in front, not in front of the players behind.

(i) Course staff have right of way. Do not hit greens when the flag

has been removed. Otherwise proceed with caution.

Clubhouse

(a) Smoking is not permitted in the clubhouse.

(b) Southern Golf Club complies with the Responsible Service of

Alcohol Practices.

Mobile Phones

(a) Mobile phones may be carried on the

course and in the clubhouse, however,

must be switched off unless where there is

a medical emergency.

(b) Mobile phones are only permitted to be

used in the Clubhouse locker rooms

and/or carpark.

Etiquette

The following Dress Regulations apply on the course, practice fairway

and in the Clubhouse and should be adhered to at all times.

Any person not adhering to the following regulations will not be

permitted to play and will be refused entry to the clubhouse.

Men

Footwear
No sandshoes, running/athletic shoes, thongs, sandals or slipper-type

footwear are permitted.

Trousers and shorts
Shall be of the tailored variety. The following do not comply; any type

of cargo pant, elastic or drawstring waist band, denim material,

abbreviated or 3/4 length short.

Shirts
Must have collars or roll-necks and not have stencilled pictures,

sketching or wording.

Socks
Long walk socks or short socks must be worn with shorts, however,

short socks must be predominantly white.

General
Golf shoes must be worn at all times on the course. Metal spikes are

prohibited. Trousers must not be tucked into socks. Shirts must be

worn tucked in.

Women

Tops

Allowed: Golf shirts must have collars and may be worn outside, but

must not be longer than 20cm below the waist. Sleeveless collared golf

shirts, turtle and polo neck shirts are permitted.

Not allowed: Sun tops, track suit tops. Shirts must not have stencilled

pictures, sketching or wording.

Skirts, Slacks, Shorts

Allowed: Tailored slacks, shorts, 3/4 pants are acceptable. Skirts and

shorts should be no shorter than 10cm above the knee.

Not allowed: Denim jeans, track suit pants, leggings and cargo pants.

Footwear

Allowed: Golf shoes must be worn on the course and soft spikes are

compulsory. Ladies are permitted to wear socks other than white,

which co-ordinate with their golfing attire.

Not allowed: Ripple sole shoes, track and gym type shoes and thongs.
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
