HANDICAPS 26 TO 36

Provided her handicap falls within the prescribed limits at the time of entry, if a player’s handicap increases to 37
or reduces to 25 after the closing date she is eligible to compete on her current handicap

CONDITIONS & FORMAT

(To be read in conjunction with the WGNSW Standard Conditions of Play and Code of Conduct)

ENTRY:

1. Open to amateur women who hold a current Golf Australia Women’s Handicap or who hold a current official
handicap in an overseas country.

2. 18 Holes Stableford Aggregate Teams Event. To be won by the best aggregate Stableford score of two (2) players
within the prescribed handicap limits entering from the same club.

3. The event will be played on one course. Team members may be nominated from only one club. In the event of
a Team member being unable to play or a player’s handicap moving outside the prescribed limits, the club may

nominate another player within the prescribed handicap limit up to one week prior to the event (except in the
case of an emergency where later entries will be accepted at the discretion of the Match Committee).

4. The course of the club winning the Pewter Plate will be the Course for the event in the following year. The
following exceptions apply: (a) if a club is situated outside the metropolitan area, or (b) the club is a 9 hole
course. In these two cases, courses will be chosen in order of final places (subject to availability). In the event of
joint winners, the course to host the event in the following year will be decided by ballot.

5. Ties: In the event of a tie in Pewter Plate, such Clubs shall be declared Joint Winners. Ties in second and third
place are to be determined by aggregate countback, using both players’ scores.

6. Caddies: Are NOT permitted

7. Motorised Transport: Not Permitted: Exceptions: See WGNSW policy in the Standard Conditions of Play.

e Penalty for breach of Condition: Stroke Play - Two strokes for each hole at which any breach occurred,
maximum penalty per round: Four strokes. In the event of a breach between the play of two holes, the
penalty applies to the next hole.

¢ Use of any unauthorised form of transport shall be discontinued immediately upon discovery that a breach
has occurred. Otherwise the player shall be disqualified.

8. WGNSW Standard Conditions of Play will apply to this event.
